[0 Use native plants for landscaping.

[0 Use power strips to help reduce electricity use for small appliances.
[ Get a free Home Energy Assessment from National Grid.

O Enroll in a green energy program.

O Install solar panels on your home.

O Install a heat pump system in your home.
